Proper Placement of Garbage Stickers

Proper placement of the garbage stickers are extremely important as they should be placed on the top bag and NOT to either the outside of the container, handle, or lid.  If stickers are placed on the container, handle, or lid there is the possibility that the container as well as its contents will be taken. 

If the container weight exceeds 30 pounds then affix two stickers on the top bag (up to 60 pounds).  Also ensure that the container does not exceed 32 gallons which is the standard industry size.  Each sticker is for 30 pounds of trash.

When purchasing a trashcan, purchase only a 32-gallon trash can, which is the industry standard size.  Also, garbage stickers must be on the trash and not the receptacle.

Household Hazardous Waste (HHW) Management 
In 1998, the Morris County Municipal Utilities Authority (MCMUA) opened a year-round Household Hazardous Waste Facility located at the MCMUA’s Mount Olive Transfer Station.  This facility operates by appointment only on most Tuesday and Friday mornings from 9 am to 12 pm and Saturday mornings from 8 am to 11 am and is free of charge to Morris County residents delivering residential Household Hazardous Waste.  Appointments may be scheduled by calling the MCMUA HHW Hotline at (973) 829-8006 Monday through Friday from 8:30 am to 4:30 pm.  Some acceptable materials are liquid oil-based paints and varnishes, stains, lacquers, paint thinners, aerosol cans, automotive cleaning products, automotive fluids such as oil, antifreeze, gasoline (which must be transported in a certified gas can), kerosene, automobile batteries, pesticides, herbicides, fertilizers, driveway sealant and roofing tar containing coal tar or petroleum distillates, pool chemicals, adhesives, caulks, solvents, photography chemicals, muriatic acid, caustic cleaning materials, thermometers and thermostats  containing mercury, fluorescent light bulbs, ballasts, etc.  Some items not accepted are tires, smoke detectors, medical waste, construction materials such as wood, asphalt or concrete and any appliances such as washers, dryers, Freon-containing appliances such as refrigerators, air conditioners. New Jersey residents should take steps to avoid attracting bears with food or garbage.  This is the best way to prevent black bears from becoming a nuisance near your home.

Some residents may observe black bears using yards as part of their natural travel corridors.  This mere presence of a black bear is not considered a problem.  Generally, bears tend to be wary of people.  It is important not to leave out any food or garbage that may encourage bears to linger in residential areas.  One person feeding bears can create a problem bear that may affect the entire neighborhood.
Bears will eat almost anything including human food, garbage, pet food, birdseed and small livestock.  Once they find an easily accessible food source, like garbage, they will lose their waryness of people and may return to the available food source.  These bears can become a nuisance or aggressive and may have to be trapped and aversively conditioned or destroyed.
Here are some bear safety tips:  never feed or approach a bear; remain calm; make the bear aware of your presence by speaking in an assertive voice, singing, clapping your hands or making other noises; make sure the bear has an escape route; if a bear enters your home provide it with an escape route by propping all doors open; avoid direct eye contact and never run from a bear, instead slowly back away; the bear may utter a series of huffs, making a popping jaw sound by snapping its jaws and swat the ground, these are warning signs that you are too close, slowly back away and avoid direct eye contact and do not run; if a bear stands on its hind legs or moves closer, it may be trying to get a better view or detect scents in the air, it is usually not a threatening behavior; if the bear does not leave move to a secure area; families who live in areas with high black bear populations should have a “Bear Plan” in place for children, with whistles, air horns and an escape route; black bear attacks are extremely rare, if a black bear does attack fight back!
If you are a pet owner, here are some tips:  clean up after your pets; do not feed pets outdoors, if you do, immediately pick up any leftover food and remove bowls when they are finished; store pet food in bear-resistant containers inside a secure area, like you basement, garage or secure shed; if your pet stays outdoors, such as in a rabbit hutch or dog pen, bring your pet inside at night; animal pens should be located at least 50 yards from forest tree lines or other sources of cover for bears; dogs that approach bears may be injured or killed, walk dogs on a leash if you live in bear country; use motion sensor lighting or turn on an outdoor light and check the yard before taking pets outside at night.
If you feed the birds, here are some tips:  avoid feeding birds if you live in an area frequented by black bears, birds will survive without the supplemental seed that attracts bears; if you choose to feed birds do so during daylight hours only, between December 1 and April, when bears are least active; suspend feeder from a free-hanging wire, making sure it is at least 10 feet off the ground and at least 10 feet away from the trunk of a tree; do not suspend feeders off of the house or deck; keep in mind that black bears are excellent climbers; bring bird feeders indoors at night; clean up spilled seeds and shells daily.
